More talk about making

Highway 99 an Interstate

VISALIA, August 22, 2008 10:55am
* Would cost $1 Billion
« Depends on feds lowering standards

Talk about turning Highway 99, which runs
most of the length of the Central Valley, now centers on
lowering federal standards for the road and thus cutting
the cost of conversion to a mere $1 billion from earlier
estimates of as high as $19 billion.

State highway officials say they're led to be-
lieve from talks with the Federal Highway Administration
that waivers could be issued for locations along the
highway where shoulders are too narrow or have other
shortcomings.

The total price tag would actually be about $7
billion, since Caltrans is planning about $6 billion in im-
provements to the highway whether or not it makes it
into the Interstate system.

Central Valley congressmen Jim Costa, D-Fresno, and
Devin Nunes, R-Visalia, are trying to revive interest in
converting the highway, something that has been dis-
cussed for several decades by some local leaders.

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IDEAS wOULD AID LARGE CITIES
BROOKINGS STUDY SEES MAJOR CHANGE

A new study proposes sweeping changes in how the federal government deals with issues from innovation to transporta-
tion with the aim of creating policies that favor Louisville and the nation's other metropolitan areas.

The report, to be released today by the Washington-based Brookings Institution, recommends government fund-
ing for regional networks of businesses, governments and universities. The report also advocates giving local officials
greater control over road and transit dollars and treating highway and public transportation projects with equal priority.

"It's just common sense that if you're trying to solve a problem, all the solutions to that problem need to be judged
by the same standards," said David Morse, a Louisville activist who is pushing for increased funding for the city's bus sys-
tem.

The Brookings report, part of the think tank's suggestions for reforms and policy changes called a "Blueprint for
American Prosperity,” proposes more than two dozen ways the federal government can strengthen metro areas.

They include:

e Creating a national innovation foundation that would put under one roof splintered innovation programs in
different agencies.

Establishing an infrastructure corporation to identify and pay for important regional and national transporta-
tion projects, with the aim of replacing the existing highway trust fund.

Amending federal real estate law to require that home sellers disclose home-energy and other energy-
efficient certifications.

Creating a Metro Innovations Network to seek the best regional governance policies, such as shared ser-
vices.

Louisville and the rest of the nation's 100 largest metropolitan areas make up the bulk of the U.S. population, jobs
and economic output, but federal policies don't adequately address the needs of cities and their surrounding counties, ac-
cording to Brookings analysts.

"No place can go it alone in resolving all the kinds of challenges that are thrown up by the massive change we are
confronting in this country in a globalizing economy. ... Metropolitan areas are admirably responding to those challenges,
but there are limits to what their local control can achieve," said Mark Muro, public policy director for Brookings' Metropoli-
tan Policy Program.

U.S. Rep. John Yarmuth, D-3rd District, said the report will "add momentum to a major shift that is taking place in
Washington on how we respond to the needs of our communities. Members of Congress are finally beginning to look past
quick fixes that get them only as far as the next election -- and to long-term policy reforms that address the problems our
communities face."

Brookings also is releasing new rankings for the nation's 100 largest metro areas, with the data showing mixed
results for Louisville.

Aside from the fifth-heaviest output of carbon emissions among those areas, residents in the 13-county metro
area are attaining bachelor's degrees at a slower rate than all but 12 other places.

The data also show that from 1980 to 2000, only nine areas swallowed more rural land for each new housing unit
than did the Louisville area's 3.61 acres. The average for all metro areas over that time was less than one acre.

Yet the area fared well in other measures. While the middle class -- those families making between 80 percent
and 150 percent of an area's median income -- declined by 10.7 percentage points in metro areas from 1970 to 2005, Lou-
isville's fell by 8.7 percentage points.

Local officials welcomed the report.

Metro Mayor Jerry Abramson praised the report for proposing a “federal vision" in areas such as transportation
infrastructure.
