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Strengths:  a few core leaders who are committed to the profession and promoting greater levels of professionalism.
Weaknesses:  communication.  We have a website and a newsletter, but do not seem to get much feedback that our members are reading them.
Opportunities:  Educational goals for 2008 have been set for the Spring.  Tucson is hosting the Spring Forum 2008 and we are excited about that. Other educational seminars are in the planning stages:  a legal description class and an environmental forum.
Threats:  Lack of membership participation and level of general membership interest.
General Condition of Chapter:  growing, educating, interchanging ideas and group work on various projects offers the greatest rewards to those who are involved.  This is a volunteer organization and we have to face the fact that our individual work loads will take priority over our chapter work.  In general the board perceives that the chapter’s health is vibrant, alive, and growing.
