All sessions presented were well attended.  Due to unavoidable circumstances the Surplus Properties had to be canceled.   We will try to work with the session for possible presentation in the future.  We also had outstanding cooperation with Transportation and Valuation who we co-sponsored with on some sessions.

Summary of planned upcoming Committee Annual Conference (Indianapolis) sessions:
Many topics were laid on the table for discussion and members assigned topics to investigate.  More will be coming with the Call for Topics in the nest few months. 
Regional committee projects or sessions:

The committee is working to assist Bill Busch, SR/WA in his efforts to produce a new IRWA course “When Public Agencies Collide”.  The IRWA currently has this proposed course out for RFP.
The committee is researching the possibility of instituting the idea of the “Best Practices” program at the 2009 APWA Congress in Columbus, Ohio.  We will submit a “Call for Topics” and look to work with Chapter 13 from Ohio for speakers.
Committee goals and objectives:
In the past the committee has been looking to fill vacant Region Rep. positions.  As of the June conference we have all Region Rep. positions filled.  We also welcome members-at- large that wish to join the ILPAC and participate in the committee.
The committee is looking to increase the IRWA presence by it’s continued attendance at the APWA Congress.
Continue the efforts of our sub-committees for Education/Professional Development, Conferences, Research and Studies, and Outreach.    
Progress on goals and objectives:
Since the Spring Forum we have added 3 new Region Reps. and a new At-Large member.  The former Region Reps. that have left the position have graciously volunteered to remain on the roster as at-large members.  This allows us to be able to retain their valuable resources and knowledge that they bring to the committee. The ILPAC has also published an application form for At-Large members.  
The committee sponsored a booth at the APWA conference in Minneapolis, MN, in 2005 and Kansas City, MO in 2006.  The turn out was good and we believe that it produced a couple of new IRWA members.  The ILPAC with the backing of IRWA again hosted a booth in San Antonio, TX in 2007 with similar results.  This year August of 2008 the ILPAC presented on the educational program of the APWA 2008 Congress in New Orleans, LA.  LPA Vice-Chair Bill Busch, SR/WA with assistance from Bill Rose, SR/WA presented his program on “When Public Agencies Collide”.  We also hosted a booth at the Exposition.  Interest was shown in membership possibilities in the IRWA as well as inquiries made as to advertising in our magazine.  We are looking at 2009 as outlined above.
Current committee related legislative issues to be brought to the attention of the Membership: 
The committee continues to monitor the various states handling of the eminent domain legislation.  The committee is also watching how ADA requirements effect right of way acquisitions particularly with sidewalk ramps at intersections and also pedestrian crossing at the modern round-about.  
Highlight of committee publication in Right of Way:
The committee continues to be active in the Editorial Review Board of Right of Way Magazine.  An article on Eminent Domain was recently published.   There will also be an article published in the APWA magazine in December 2008.
Other General Subjects Discussed: 
Discussed the “Federal Agency Update Symposium” and the upcoming Chair/Vice Chair meeting with the IEC scheduled for Las Vegas in January of 2009. 

Went over sub-committee accomplishments over the past year.  Particular attention to the 2008 Indianapolis conference as to future education sessions. 
The committee is participating in the Threaded Discussion format on the IRWA website.  Ashleigh Robison, SR/WA has agreed to continue to moderate the forum for the committee.
