· The ISEC held a regularly scheduled teleconference between the usual face-to-face committee meetings.  The first of these was 12:32 p.m. (Eastern Daylight Saving Time) Monday, September 22, 2008.
· The ISEC agreed to continue its tradition of holding its face-to-face meeting during the annual meeting of the American Congress on Surveying & Mapping (ACSM), which will be held in Salt Lake City, Utah, February 20 – 23, 2009.
· The IRWA seventh annual – ISEC mapping contest will be judged during that meeting.  Winning maps will be displayed at the IRWA annual education conference in Indianapolis in June 2009 and an article announcing the winners will appear in the Right of Way magazine.

· Once the ISEC has chosen winners in the various categories, the ISEC is proposing to have the IRWA membership vote for “Best in Show” during an online vote.  Details to evolve.

· The ISEC had considered featuring a GIS category in which only a digital submission would be considered.  However, the concept was found to be unworkable at present.

· All members are reminded to review their own online IRWA profile and include their own discipline and interests under “My professional Discipline(s)” [along with other categories as appropriate].
· ISEC members were reminded of the Memorandum of Understanding between IRWA and the National Society of Professional Surveyors (NSPS) under which member rates are offered to each other’s education courses, seminars and other activities for members of either organization.
